

Welcome to the Fall 2009 edition of the College Manor newsletter. Community bylaws are now available in an electronic version on the website; so too are the forms needed for construction projects.


Coming up this weekend is the community yard sale on Saturday, October 3. And for all those household items that don’t sell, a community dumpster will be delivered on Monday, October 5th by noon and removed on Wednesday, October 7th by 8 a.m.  Dumpsters will be replaced as they are filled.  They are for College Manor resident use only.  Unacceptable items include:  Junk automobile, trailers, gas or propane tanks, tree trunks, oil drums or tanks, liquids, hazardous wastes, boats, tires, logs, paint, air conditioners or refrigerators. We respectfully ask that dumping not be done after 10 p.m. or before 6 a.m.

Safety and Solicitors

 Many residents are aware of the burglary that occurred in our neighborhood this summer. It was associated with a door-to-door solicitor.  Since that time, community association members have advised residents to notify police of any solicitors in College Manor, as most salespeople do not have proper county permits for door-to-door sales and can be removed for that reason.

At the September homeowners association meeting, the board moved forward with previous decisions to post “No Soliciting” signs at the front of the community.   Signs are posted at the front of the community on the brick pillars; however, the board is considering replacing these signs to make them more obvious and to coordinate with the entrance.  Posting of these signs prohibits solicitors in our community.

If any solicitors come to your door, please notify them that solicitation is banned in our community and then call the Anne Arundel non-emergency number: 410-222-8610.

-Please respect the properties and landscaping of our neighbors whose properties adjoin the bus stop. 

-Please be conscientious of the noise level for the early morning stops.

-Please be safe in crossing roads and taking activities out of the street when cars are passing. 

-We strongly encourage parents to accompany children to the bus stop, including the middle school kids.

Oct 5-7 – Community Dumpsters were scheduled and have been confirmed.   Dumpsters are scheduled for removal the morning (by 8AM) of October 7th.  We will send list of accepted items via email before event.    Concerns about previous location, problems with people outside of the community dumping items, mess on street where dumpster is placed were voiced.  We will see if dumpster can be placed in front of Tot Lot, but we may not be able to change location this year.

Safety:
-          Please call Non-Emergency Number (410-222-8610) if any door-to-door sales people come to your home.  They often can be removed if do not have county permit/Hucksters license. 
-          No soliciting sign will be placed at the front of the community so that door-to-door people are not allowed, even if have a license.  No objections to this at the meeting.  We will not discourage out own neighborhood children from soliciting for school or scout events.   
-          Anne Arundel County Police Community Relations Council meets 3rd Wed of the month in Pasadena – Mike Bee volunteered to be community liaison
-          Middle school bus stop concerns were prevalent last year.  The board has not been notified of any issues this year.   Please let us know if problems are occurring (both from parents or non-parents). We encourage parents to accompany kids to the bus stop, to have discussions about appropriate behavior and respect for others as well as the properties adjacent to the bus stop.
-          Labor Day weekend a white van was seen driving through the neighborhood several times.  If anyone had any problems that weekend, the license plate was noted.  It was a white van, no windows, black roof rack, white male driver with gray hair.
 
Budget Report:

-          Current account balance $11533. 
-          Current dues status:  $8400 has been collected this year.  There are approximately 8 accounts with balances >$250.  Second notice letters were sent this summer, and the accounts with large balances will be sent to a collections lawyer.
-          Landscaping costs have been reviewed – $800 this year.  We will get estimates for comparable services along with tree planting quotes for next year to make sure these are not costs that can be reasonably reduced.

-          Electronic version of by-laws and covenants is now on the website.
-          If a property is sold, sellers are supposed to provide buyers a copy of the by-laws, a letter that dues are up-to-date, and copy of the community budget.  There is a $25 charge for this.
